Spring Election Information    
The 2020 election season will be underway on Tuesday, February 18, 2020 with the spring primary for candidates for the Wisconsin Supreme Court, followed by the spring election and presidential preference primary on Tuesday, April 7, 2020. 

To double-check your voter registration, find your polling place, see your February sample primary ballot, or request an absentee ballot, go to https://myvote.wi.gov/en-US/MyVoterInformation 

Provide your name and birth date and click “Search.”

Voter Photo ID Required!!
A photo ID is required to receive a ballot in all elections.  Learn more about photo ID and voting by visiting the Bring It to the Ballot website (https://bringit.wi.gov/ ). 
Register!
If you are not registered to vote, you have two options before the February 18 primary. 

In Person: Register in the municipal clerk's office up to 5:00 p.m. on the Friday before the election. Proof of Residence is required for any elector, who is not a military or permanent overseas elector, who registers in person at the Municipal Clerk's Office. 
At the Polling Place on Election Day: If you wish to register to vote at your polling place, you must bring proof of your residency.  

Examples of proof of residency include Wisconsin Driver License or ID, utility bill, bank statement, paycheck, government documentation or lease with your name on it at your current address.
Time Off for Voting
Wisconsin statute requires every employer to give employees three consecutive hours off for voting on election days even if you have time to vote before or after work. https://docs.legis.wisconsin.gov/statutes/statutes/6/III/76
“Any person entitled to vote at an election is entitled to be absent from work while the polls are open for a period not to exceed 3 successive hours to vote. The elector shall notify the affected employer before election day of the intended absence. The employer may designate the time of day for the absence. No penalty, other than a deduction for time lost, may be imposed upon an elector by his or her employer by reason of the absence authorized by this section. “
